In addition, we would ask that you take photos as e  vidence of the meal your child has prepared. It
would be great to see photos of the cooking processes, a photo of the table set for the meal, as well as
photos of the meals your child has made. Please get your child to submit the completed asses  sment
forms, recipes produced and photos during Week One of Term Two.

Students have been given time in their Family Meals class to plan this assessment task. We hope that you
are willing to allow your child to cook a two-course family meal during the holidays. We also hope that this
will be an enjoyable experience for both you, your family and your child.
