Unit 3 VCE  
examinations are external examinations which are administered by the school on behalf of the VCAA 
(Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority).  Unit 3 VCE students should be aware of all rules 
and timetables provided by the VCAA, as the school is compelled to strictly follow these regulations. 
New Students for 2010:  An exciting range of activities and experiences will be presented to Grade 6 
students and their families next Wednesday evening, 3rd June at our Year 7 Information Night.  We look 
forward to meeting new and existing families and welcoming students and visitors to the college.
