Thehigbt ropes challenge
was the Leap of Faith, this involved students cimgbup an artificial rock wall to a
platform. They were then required to dive upwardsl autwards to touch a ball
suspended from steel cables.

There were
a few tense moments and
awkward positions as some
students contemplated their
impending jump from the top
of the platform.
